The infusion administration set attaches proximally to a medication reservoir by means of a
female Luer connector and is inserted into the subcutaneous tissue of the user distally
through an indwelling catheter made of Fluorinated Ethylene Propylcc (FEP). Fluid is
administered through multi-layer tubing to an indwclling catheter. The indwelling catheter
is introduced into the subcutaneous tissue by means of a removable introducer needle. The
introducer needle is housed in a plastic needle hub and protected by a plastic needle guard.
The needle guard is removed befbre insertion.

The indwelling catheter is affixed to a plastic base unit. The plastic base unit functions as a
site for connection and disconnection. The adhesive patch is integral to the base and is used
to secure the unit to the user.
